The assessment includes raw 
material extraction and processing (A1), transportation of materials from suppliers to the manufacturing site in 
Denmark (A2), and manufacturing processes at the production facility (A3). 

The system boundary therefore covers all processes from raw material extraction through production until the 
finished product leaves the factory gate. 

Primary data for manufacturing processes and transportation distances are based on information provided by the 
company and its suppliers. Background data for upstream processes are based on secondary LCA databases. 

Climate declaration 

This climate declaration addresses only the climate impact of the product, expressed as global warming potential 
(GWP100). Other environmental, social, and economic impacts are not assessed in this study.
